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A Study on the Influence of Thomas-Kilmann Conflict Management Styles on
the Personal Characteristics and Emotional Intelligence of School Principals

Abstract
This study looked at how principals' Emotional intelligence influenced resolution of
conflicts among school administration in Sri Lanka's Batticaloa District Schools. The study
was guided by two goals: to investigate the effects of principals' Emotional intelligence on
conflict resolution among in Batticaloa District Schools in Sri Lanka, and to investigate the
effects of Thomas-Kilmann Conflict Management Styles on personal characteristics of
principals. The aims were turned into two hypotheses. The study method of survey research
was handled for this investigation. Data were grouped using a questionnaire for teachers
and a discussion guide created for principals. Data were gathered 72 principals.
Participants were chosen using purposeful and convenient sampling approaches. The
Cronbach Alpha method was used to assess the reliability of the instrument, particularly
for principals, and the coefficient value was 0.873. The quantitative results were analysed
using the statistical package SPSS 23 with frequency counts and percentages, and the
study's hypotheses were assessed using the Spearman's rho test. The qualitative data were
thematically examined. the calculated correlation values found between five styles to be the

1. Introduction

Effective leadership and organizational dynamics depend heavily on conflict management and
emotional intelligence (EI). The Thomas-Kilmann Conflict Mode Instrument (TKI) distinguishes five
conflict-handling styles: accommodating, avoiding, compromising, competing, and collaborating.
Emotional intelligence, which includes self-awareness, self-regulation, motivation, empathy, and
social skills, affects how people perceive and handle conflicts. Additionally, it is unclear whether
certain conflict styles (e.g., accommodating or collaborating) are associated with higher or lower
levels of emotional intelligence among school leaders. Without these insights, professional
development programs may not be as accurate as possible in improving principals' interpersonal skills
and leadership effectiveness. Thus, this study aims to investigate the connection between school
principals' emotional intelligence features and the conflict management strategies they employ, as
described in the Thomas-Kilmann model. The study intends to inform leadership training and support
measures that can better prepare principals to handle the responsibilities of school administration in

the twenty-first century. (Hall Reynolds, & O'Dwyer, 2008); (Arash Riasi & Nasrin Asadzadeh, 2015).

1.1 Main Objective

To examine the relationship between school principals' conflict management styles, as stated in the
Thomas-Kilmann model, and emotional intelligence, in order to better understand how these

personal traits affect their conflict management effectiveness.
1.2 Specific Objectives

1. To identify the dominant Thomas-Kilmann conflict management styles used by school principals

in relation to their emotional intelligence traits in Batticaloa district.

2. To investigate the extent to which certain conflict management approaches such as compromising,
competing, collaborating, avoiding, and accommodating are connected with greater levels of

emotional intelligence among Batticaloa district school principals.
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1.3 Research Questions

1. What is the predominant Thomas-Kilmann conflict management styles used by school principals?

2. What is the level of emotional intelligence among school principals across different conflict
management styles?

3. Is there a significant relationship between the conflict management styles and the emotional
intelligence of school principals?

1.4 Research Hypotheses
e Hypothesis 1 (Hi):

There is a significant relationship between principals’ preferred Thomas-Kilmann conflict

management styles and their level of emotional intelligence.
e Hypothesis 2 (Ha):

Principals who predominantly use collaborative and accommodating conflict management styles
exhibit higher emotional intelligence compared to those who use competing or accommodating or

avoiding styles.
1.5 Significance of the Study

This study has major implications in the field of how principals' individual characteristics, especially
their emotional intelligence, are impacted by or aligned with the conflict management styles outlined
in the Thomas-Kilmann model. As school leaders are frequently needed to manage interpersonal
conflicts and organizational issues, knowing the relationship between emotional intelligence and

conflict resolution approaches is critical for improving leadership effectiveness.
1.6 Statement of the Problem

School administrators are increasingly expected to manage interpersonal relationships, establish
inclusive environments, and resolve issues within the school community. Effective leadership
necessitates emotional intelligence (EI) and excellent conflict resolution abilities. While the Thomas-
Kilmann Conflict Management Styles (TKCMS) paradigm is widely utilized, little study has been
conducted to investigate how these styles interact with principals' personal traits, namely their

emotional intelligence.
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2. Literature Review

2.1 Conflict Management Styles

Team efficiency depends heavily on conflict, but it must be well handled to contribute
positively (Amason et al., 1995). Blake and Mouton (1964) were the first to present a five-category
model for the classification of various approaches to resolving conflict. According to their model,
there are five ways to handle interpersonal conflicts: forcing, retreating, smoothing, compromising,
and problem-solving. Thomas then misinterpreted this plan (1976). The Thomas-Kilmann Conflict
Mode Instrument lists five strategies for resolving interpersonal disputes in this system:
accommodating, avoiding, compromising, competing, and cooperating. These five conflict
management philosophies, according to Thomas (1976), are based on two dimensions: assertiveness
and cooperation. These two dimensions and the five conflict management styles are illustrated in Fig.

According to Kilmann and Thomas (1977), assertiveness refers to addressing one's own
concerns, while collaboration involves addressing the concerns of the other party in a conflict. An
accommodating style focuses on prioritizing the other party’s needs, often at the expense of one's own
goals, and is most effective when the other party has a better solution or when the issue is minor. The
avoiding style, characterized by a lack of assertiveness and cooperation, is used when the disagreement
is unimportant. The collaborative style involves working together to meet both parties' goals,
demonstrating high assertiveness and cooperation, and is especially useful in finding creative solutions
to complex problems (Meier, 2011). The compromising style, displaying a balance of assertiveness
and cooperation, is ideal for situations requiring a quick resolution (Meier, 2011). These five conflict
management strategies—avoiding, accommodating, collaborating, competing, and compromising—
have been extensively studied in relation to organizational and social variables (Shandru &

Saravanakumar, 2022)
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2.2. Emotional Intelligence and Conflict Management Styles

Research indicates a significant correlation between EI and preferred conflict management
styles. Chen, Xu, and Phillips (2019) found that individuals with higher EI levels tend to adopt
collaborative and integrative conflict styles, emphasizing mutual benefit and understanding. Similarly,
Henderson (2006) observed that high EI is positively associated with the integrating style of conflict
management, which focuses on problem-solving and open communication. A meta-analysis by
Schlaerth, Ensari, and Christian (2013) supports these findings, revealing that leaders with higher EI
are more likely to engage in constructive conflict management, fostering positive organizational
outcomes. Furthermore, Rahim et al. (2002) demonstrated that EI components like self-awareness and
empathy are positively linked to problem-solving strategies and negatively associated with bargaining

approaches in conflict situations.

3.0 Methodology

Our statistical society for this research includes all principals of high schools in the city of
Batticaloa District, which is located in Sri Lanka's Eastern Province. Because our statistical society
consisted of 358 schools, we opted to do our analysis on the entire organisation. The researcher
investigated components of the principal's conflict management style that were visible in high-
performing schools and was asked to identify the characteristics of the principal's peaceful
management methods. Therefore, 72 schools from the total of 358 for five by one scale (5:1) high
performing schools were selected from the research region by Random Sampling Method, where
Principals were chosen as the respondents of primary data collection to fill out the Questionnaire. and
also, secondary data (Documentary) would be utilized to ensure the primary data in other words, the
size of our sample is equal to the size of our numerical culture. The Cronbach Alpha method was used
to assess the reliability of the instrument, particularly for principals, and the coefficient value was
0.873. The quantitative results were analysed using the statistical package SPSS 23 with frequency
counts and percentages, and the study's hypotheses were assessed using the Spearman's rho test. The

qualitative data were thematically examined.

Note: The decision was made to select institutions with a larger staff because there are more variables and
factors at play in this study. Conflicts based on managerial shortcomings as well as personal shortcomings have
been gathered through this process. As a result, all types of schools have more staff members than other schools
where the sampling population has been larger. Fig. 3 shows the personal characteristics of questionnaire
respondents

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The percentage of school principals in each category is displayed in the figure. To collect our
data, we constructed a 20-item questionnaire with a Likert scale score of 1 to 5. Split-half techniques
and internal consistency were utilized to determine the validity of the study questionnaire. Cronbach's
alpha was calculated using SPSS software. Cronbach's alpha assigned the questionnaire an acceptable
reliability and internal consistency score of 0.79. Cronbach's alpha for the first ten items of the
questionnaire was 0.81, whereas for the last ten it was 0.77, according to the split-half analysis. The
fact that there was little difference between the two amounts demonstrated the questionnaire's
reliability. To confirm the instrument's validity, the questionnaire's content validity was investigated.
As stated by three academic experts in school management, the content validity was trustworthy. The
purpose of the Kolmogorov-Smirnov test (KS test) was to ensure that the data had a normal
distribution. For this test, the confidence level was set at 95%. The KS test results showed that our
data's P value was equal to 0.630. Given that P=0.63 is greater than 0.05 and shows that our data had
a normal distribution, the null hypothesis was accepted. The data analysis was done with software
known as SPSS. The average of the points obtained from each questionnaire question obtained from
the groups of our statistical sample serves as the standard in this study for evaluating the relationship

between coaching and communication abilities and each of the five conflict management styles.

(70) =*0.418, Accommodating t (70) =*0.004 The mean for the male principals significantly deferent
than female principals in above mentioned two skills on EI. But Compromising t (70) =**0.636
Avoiding t (70) =**1.409 and Competing t (70) = **1.113 these findings support the ideas of gender
difference influenced in Collaborating and Accommodating for Emotional intelligent skills of
principals. Research suggests that gender differences significantly influence conflict management

preferences and emotional intelligence abilities among school leaders. (Monteiro and Balogun, 2015).
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Similarly, males tend to adopt accommodating strategies in tense situations, indicating the use of

emotional regulation to de-escalate conflict (Chen, Xu and Phillips, 2019).

An independent sample ‘t’ test was contacted to determine whether the age below 45 of the principals
and age above 45 of the principals on negotiation skills. The group did not differ not significantly in
Compromising t (70) =**1.494, Competing t (70) =**1.534 The mean for the age above 45 was not
significantly deferent than age below 45. But Collaborating t (70) =*0.053 Avoiding t (70) =*0.030
and Accommodating t (70) = *0.050 these findings support the ideas of age difference influenced in
Collaborating, Avoiding, Accommodating for Emotional intelligent skills of principals. Savio, D.
(2022). Emotional intelligence and modes of conflict management of employees of different age

groups also indicated above findings is appropriate.

There is a significant difference among the three periods of working experience on
Compromising F(2,69)= *0.005, n’p = 0.022, Competing F(2,69)= *0.060, n’p = 0.016,
Collaborating F(2,69)= *0.014, n’p = 0.011, Avoiding F(2,69)= *0.007, n*p = 0.010 and
Accommodating F(2,69)= *0.061, n*p = 0.010 these findings indicated that there are have significant
difference between Newly Appointed, Below 5 years and Above 5 years. According to those Anova
test - mean score newly appointed principals better than below and above five-year experience
principals in confrontational resolving and their emotional intelligence skills. One of the Research
indicates Additionally, Schlegel, de Jong, and Boros (2025) found that managers with higher
performance-based ability EI were perceived as warmer and more competent, leading to higher
conflict management effectiveness. This supports the notion that emotional intelligence plays a crucial

role in effective conflict resolution, which may be more prevalent among newly appointed principals.

Table 6 shows the emotional intelligence as well as the mean, variance, and skewness of each conflict
management approach. MX1 stands for reward power, MY 1 for avoidance, MY2 for accommodation,
MY3 for competition, MY4 for compromise, and MY5 for cooperation in this table. Does each of the
five conflict management styles have a relationship, if any, with coaching and communication skills?
The best way to figure out how to solve this problem is to use Spearman's rank correlation coefficient.
This is why a relationship was computed between the principals' ranking in terms of Emotional
intelligence and each of the five conflict management approaches. The correlation coefficients
between incentive Emotional intelligence (MX1) (MY1 through MYS5) and conflict management
strategies are shown in Table 7. Our HO and H1 assumptions are as follows:

different than male and female.

The ideas of Principals age difference in Collaborating, Avoiding, Accommodating for Emotional
intelligent skills of principals. Age - below 45 for Collaborating M=70.45 SD=15.16 Age above 45
M=23.00, SD=4.26. Avoiding M=63.19 SD=12.05 Age-above 45 M=28.47, SD=4.00.
Accommodating the ideas of principal’s age difference influenced in Collaborating, Avoiding,

Accommodating for Emotional intelligent skills of principals.

There is a significant difference between Newly Appointed, below 5 Years, and Above 5 Years.
According to the Anova tests (r value and Mean score), newly appointed principals outperformed

than experienced principals in conflict resolution and emotional intelligence abilities.

There is a significant relationship between Compromising, Competing, Collaborating, Avoiding and
Accommodating as all five skills above mentioned, such as relationship between emotional
intelligence. a correlation can be expressed numerically as a coefficient, ranging from -1 to +1.

(Negative to Positive)
5.1 Conclusion and Implications

Given that gender differences may influence the use of collaborating and accommodating
conflict management styles among principals, it is recommended that leadership training programs
adopt a gender-sensitive approach. School systems should encourage the recruitment and retention of
female principals by creating an inclusive and supportive work environment that recognizes the
importance of gender diversity in leadership. Providing mentorship and networking opportunities for
female principals can help them develop confidence in their conflict resolution and emotional
intelligence skills, ultimately leading to better school administration. (Kwan, & Lee, 2021). “The role
of gender in leadership styles and school management: Encouraging female principals through

mentorship and networking” this study recommended this point.

Understanding the relationship between age, conflict management styles, and emotional
intelligence is crucial for developing targeted professional development programs for school
principals with their emotional competencies and age-related tendencies. (Savio, 2022). Emotional
intelligence and modes of conflict management of employees of different age groups” indicated this

conclusion idea.

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Newly appointed principals should receive targeted training in emotional intelligence and
conflict management, recognizing that their inherent emotional skills can be further developed. This
can be achieved through workshops, coaching, and mentorship programs that focus on enhancing these
key leadership competencies. (Nguyen & Vu, 2020) “the impact of experience on emotional
intelligence and conflict resolution strategies among school principals. this research also reviled this

point.

Schools should consider implementing regular EI assessments for principals, alongside
feedback on their conflict management approaches. Principals should be encouraged to engage in
reflective practices that assess how their emotional intelligence influences their conflict management
choices. Professional development programs should provide techniques and strategies to foster
collaboration, which often leads to more sustainable and positive outcomes for the school community.

The Doctrine of Eka-Pramana in Saiva Siddhanta within Indian Logic - A Study

Absract

Every philosophical system presents its own conceptual positions within the domain of
logic. The term Pramana means "that which measures or ascertains."” It is used to measure
and evaluate even those things obtained through the process of thought. This Pramana is
also referred to as Alavai, Tarkam, or Nyaya. In Indian philosophy, the ten Pramanas taken
into consideration are Pratyaksa (Perception), Anumana (Inference), Aptam
(Testimony/Verbal Cognition), Anulabdhi (Non-perception), Arthapatti (Postulation),
Upamana (Comparison), Aitihyam (Tradition ~/  Rumour), Sambhava
(Inclusion/Probability), Parisesam (Elimination/Residue), and Svabhavam (Nature).
Although there are ten Pramanas, each philosophical group (Meyyiyar Kuluvinar) accepted
a differing number of Pramanas based on their perceived primacy. These Pramanas serve
as the sources capable of yielding knowledge. Saiva Siddhanta holds a distinctive identity
within the landscape of Indian philosophy. This idealist philosophical system operates
within the framework of the Three Realities: Pati (God/Lord), Pasu (Soul), and Pasam
(Bonds). It presents the logical relationship between these three, and the liberation for the
soul, within the logical domain. Saiva Siddhanta primarily relies on only three Pramanas:
Kaatchi (Perception), Anumana (Inference), and Aptam (Testimony), and states that
gaining knowledge is possible through these three. Furthermore, it asserts that the
knowledge derived from the other seven Pramanas is subsumed within these three. Above
and beyond these, Saiva Siddhanta puts forth the doctrine of Eka-Pramana (Single
Pramana) through the Pramana known as Anma Circakti (The Cognitive Power of the
Soul). This conceptualisation is not in other Indian philosophical schools. The view of the
Saiva Siddhantins is that the instrument of the act of valid cognition (Piramiti Tolil) is the
Sitsakti (Cognitive Power) of the Pramata (Knower), and therefore, that alone constitutes
the true Pramana. They state that this alone is the Ultimate Pramana. Thus, the core
concepts presented by Saiva Siddhanta regarding the Anma Sitsakti Pramana, their logical
value, and their significance are taken as the research problem here. The main objective of
this study is to understand the concept of Eka-Pramana put forth by Saiva Siddhanta
philosophy and to evaluate its logical value.

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Identifying the Tourism Potential of Tourist Destinations: A Study Based on
Talawakelle Divisional Secretariat, Nuwara Eliya District

Abstract

Tourism is a rapidly growing global industry, contributing significantly to cultural exchange
and foreign income. Sri Lanka, with its natural beauty, cultural heritage, and strategic
location, is emerging as a major tourist destination. Within this context, Nuwara Eliya
District—often called "Little England” plays a key role in the tourism sector. However,
several areas within the Talawakelle Divisional Secretariat remain underutilized despite their
high tourism potential. This study explored three key questions: what are the current tourism
centers in Talawakelle, what is the potential for future tourism development, and which areas
show the most promise. The objective was to identify the currently developed tourist sites
within the Talawakelle Divisional Secretariat, recognizing the resources that hold potential
for future tourism development and identifying new tourist sites that possess the best
opportunities for future tourism. The research design followed mixed-methods, exploratory
case study approach, combining both qualitative and quantitative techniques. Data collection
involved both primary and secondary methods. Primary data came from direct observation
at 18 sites, interviews with the public and 13 Grama Niladharis, and a focus group discussion
with seven participants. Secondary sources included tourism reports, publications from the
Department of Tourism, land use data, and district performance records. The analysis used
SWOT techniques to assess strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, and threats of the newly
identified sites. Spatial analysis methods, including proximity and buffer zone analysis using
Arc GIS, evaluated accessibility to transport and accommodations. The findings identified 18
new sites with greater potential than some existing tourist locations. These have been
overlooked due to their proximity to developed sites, limited road access, and lack of
government recognition. The study recommends that the Talawakelle Divisional Secretariat
prioritize the development of these areas, promote rural and eco-tourism, and encourage
water-based adventure tourism to enhance local livelihoods and regional economic growth.

Tamil Society in Medieval Sinhala Inscriptions in Sri Lanka

Abstract

Tamils are one of the ethnic groups of Sri Lanka. Although archaeological and literary
evidence play a leading role in revealing the history of the Tamils, archaeological evidence is
a contemporary source. Brahmi inscriptions and Pali literature provide evidence that Tamils

have lived in Sri Lanka since the third century BC. Apart from Tamil inscriptions, Sinhala
inscriptions also play a significant role in revealing the history of the Tamils. The purpose of
this study is to examine the Tamil presence mentioned in medieval Sinhala inscriptions. It can
be understood how Tamils were given importance in Sinhala inscriptions based on this. The
research question is ‘What kind of information is there regarding the role of Tamils in medieval
Sinhala inscriptions?' Since this study uses Sinhala inscriptions that have been read and
compiled, it can be classified as desk research. This research method is based on historical
analysis. This research draws upon Sinhala inscriptions and the Cilavamsa as primary
sources, while relying on other books, scholarly articles, and online materials as secondary
sources. The medieval inscriptions of the 10th to 13th centuries have been used in this limited
study. Tamil Viharaya, Tamil land, Tamil wage, Tamil officer (Tamilathikari), Tamil forces,
and Tamil irrigation have a prominent place in these Sinhala inscriptions. Among these, it can
be observed that the figure of the Tamilatikari held significance in the history of the 10th—13th
centuries. An examination of Sri Lankan history during the 10th—13th centuries reveals the
significant role played by the Tamils, and it may be concluded that Tamil-Sinhala cooperation
existed within the sphere of political history. On other fronts as well, Tamils, like the Sinhalese,
played a significant role, which can be demonstrated on the basis of Sinhala inscriptions. These
inscriptions are widely found in the north-central, north-western, and eastern regions of Sri
Lanka. Based on the locations and contents of these Sinhala inscriptions, it can be affirmed
that Tamils inhabited the northern, north-central, north-western, and eastern regions of Sri
Lanka during the 10th—13th centuries.

Symbols in the History of Eastern Sri Lanka

Abstract

A symbol that serves as a representation or identification of an object or concept, and which is
universally accepted and continuously used within a society, is referred to as a symbol. In the tradition
of the Eastern Tamils of Sri Lanka, the use of symbols can be observed from the megalithic period to the
present day. Therefore, this study aims to reveal the historical development of such symbols, investigate
the purposes for which they were used, and examine whether there have been changes in the ideas they
conveyed. Primary data for this study includes inscriptions discovered in Eastern Sri Lanka, as well as
symbols obtained directly from fieldwork involving cattle and laundry workers. Secondary data consists
of articles and books related to the research. This inquiry is structured using historical methodology.
Symbols such as the two-headed and three-headed trident, which were used as megalithic symbols, are
still used among the communities of Eastern Sri Lanka. Similarly, the swastika symbol, known as vikata
cakkaram, appears in Brahmi inscriptions from the 2nd century BCE and is still used today as a symbol
of cattle. The star-shaped symbol, known as ettukaal (eight-legged), is used on both livestock and laundry
clothing. From the pre-Christian era to the present, certain symbols have been in continuous use among
the Tamil people of Eastern Sri Lanka. However, many symbols also exhibit variations. Nonetheless,
there is no doubt that the usage, purposes, and meanings conveyed by these symbols have changed over
time.

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Youth Perspectives on Climate Change: Attitudes, Awareness, and Behavioural
Responses

Abstract

This study investigates how demographic factors shape Sri Lankan youth perspectives on
climate change, emphasizing attitudes, awareness, and behavioral responses. Using a cross-
sectional survey of 150 students aged 18-25 in Trincomalee District Sri Lanka, the study
applied descriptive and inferential statistics to analyze awareness, attitudes, and climate-
related actions. Results revealed high concern (M=4.2) and perceived importance (M=4.5),
but relatively lower personal responsibility (M=3.8). Regression analysis identified
awareness, perceived importance, and urban location as significant predictors of climate
action (R*=0.42). Gender and education-level differences were evident, with females and
university-educated youth demonstrating greater concern and proactivity. Findings highlight
gaps in scientific knowledge and sustained engagement, underscoring the need for targeted
climate education, inclusive communication, and youth empowerment strategies. The study
contributes to understanding youth as critical agents in climate adaptation and mitigation in
developing country contexts.

Introduction

Climate change stands as one of the pressing challenges of the 21st century, leading to vast
environmental, economic, and social repercussions worldwide (IPCC, 2021). The increasing
frequency and severity of extreme weather events, rising global temperatures, and disrupted
ecosystems highlight the necessity of addressing climate change (United Nations, 2020). As climate
change effects increasingly evident, the important role of youth in driving climate action and
sustainable practices gains recognition (UNESCO, 2019). The long-term effects of climate change
mostly impact young people yet they remain a potent transformative power through their innovative

abilities and their willingness to take action and activate change (Sanson et al., 2019).

Understanding how young individuals perceive climate change is crucial for numerous reasons.
Firstly, their attitudes and beliefs about climate change have the potential to influence their willingness
to support and participate in mitigation and adaptation initiatives (Lee et al., 2020). Previous studies
show environmental activities of youth directly align with their risk awareness of climate threats along

with their personal commitment to involve action (Stevenson et al., 2017). Secondly, Available

knowledge and awareness levels about climate issues determine both individual judgment quality and
the ability to perform useful actions (Corner et al., 2015). Young individuals need both educational
opportunities along with accurate data to obtain a profound understanding of climate science and
policy structures (Monroe et al., 2019). Thirdly, the choices and conduct they adopt in reaction to
climate change have the potential to establish the stage for more comprehensive societal shifts toward

sustainability (Moser, 2020).

A number of studies have investigated youth perspectives about climate change showing general trend
of climate change concern and awareness. The study conducted by Lee et al. (2015) established that
young people demonstrate stronger recognition of the actual crisis situation regarding climate change
in comparison to older generations. Ojala (2012) demonstrates that youthful pro-action towards
climate change emerges from hopeful emotions and positive outlooks but people become detached
when they feel fearful and helpless. Boon (2010) indicated that schooling plays an essential role in
advancing climate literacy among people. However, the quality and extent of climate education can
vary that lead to differences in knowledge. Leiserowitz et al. (2017) proved that social media acts as
a key driver for spreading climate change knowledge and creating youth-based activism. Youth
perception of climate change depends on their cultural backgrounds as societal norms and values
influence their reactions to environmental concerns (Tucker 2018). Fisher (2016) pointed out that
young people demonstrate stronger tendencies to participate in climate actions. However, there are
barriers that hinder youth ability to take action as they lack resources and support as well as political
influence (Schreiner, Henriksen, & Hansen, 2005). According to Stevenson et al. (2016) youth need

opportunities to share their opinions and join decision-making activities for their voices to be heard
properly.

Despite the importance of youth participation in climate action, Limited research has been carried out
regrading youth attitudes and climate awareness and their adaptive behaviors toward environmental
issues in Sri Lanka. While number of studies have explored youth perspectives, most of them focus
on developed nations, leaving a comprehensive understanding of youth experiences in developing
nations underexplored (O'Brien et al., 2018). Existing studies in Sri Lanka have mainly analyzed
broader climate vulnerabilities and adaptation strategies but have insufficiently addressed youth-

specific perspectives (Fernando & Punchihewa, 2021).

The aim of this study is to assess the perceptions of Sri Lankan youth regarding climate change, with
a focus on attitudes, awareness, and behavioral responses to address it. By analysing these dimensions,

this research seeks to disclose the underlying causes that influence youth perspectives on climate
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change. It explores the role of education, media, cultural influences, and personal experiences in
shaping their attitudes and awareness. Moreover, the research identifies barriers and facilitators to
youth involvement in climate action that provide understandings onto how to better support and
empower the younger generation in their efforts to combat climate change. The research contributes
to the understanding of youth perspectives on climate change, providing valuable information for
policymakers, educators, and activists. The successful integration of personalized communication
methods and educational frameworks made for young people enables better participation leading to

substantive sustainability action towards a more sustainable future (Schlosberg & Collins, 2014).
Methodology
Study area

Trincomalee serves as Sri Lanka's main district in Eastern Province situated on the North Eastern
coastline. The geographical boundaries of the district stretch from 8°30'N to 8°50'N while extending
from 81°00'E to 81°15'E (Figure 1). Trincomalee district stretches across 2,727 square kilometers as
it faces the Bay of Bengal to its eastern side where Trincomalee Harbour stands as one of the world’s
best natural harbors. The tropical monsoon weather in Trincomalee features its dry season between
May and September while its wet season occurs from October to January under the Northeast
monsoon's influence. The climate in Trincomalee shows temperatures spanning from 26°C to 32°C
yearly while precipitation falls between 1,000 mm and 1,800 mm annually. The population consists

of Sinhalese, Tamils, and Muslims with various cultural heritage traditions (Jayasingam, 2008).

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Methods

This study employed a quantitative approach to investigate youth perceptions of climate change. A
cross-sectional survey was administered to 150 youth aged 18—25 in Trincomalee District. A stratified
random sampling method was adopted to ensure representation across gender, education level, and
urban—rural residence. The sample size (n=150) was determined using power analysis to achieve
sufficient statistical power (Cohen, 1992) for detecting medium effect sizes. Students were chosen as
participants due to their accessibility, representativeness of the youth category, and higher likelihood
of engaging with climate issues. Data were collected using a structured questionnaire consisting of
closed-ended questions, Likert-scale items (1=strongly disagree to 5=strongly agree), and multiple-
choice items designed to measure awareness, attitudes, and behaviors. Descriptive statistics (mean,
SD, frequency distributions) and inferential tests (Chi-square, t-tests, ANOVA, regression) were

employed to examine associations and predictors of climate-related actions.
Results

The sample consists of 150 participants (students) age between 18 to 24. The mean age of participant
is 21.5 years (SD = 1.8). It includes sample representation from both urban (60%) and rural (40%)
areas and comprises diverse educational backgrounds, with 40% being high school students, 35%
college students, and 25% university students. In this study sample, 55% of the participants are female
and 45% are male. The sample also reflects a range of socioeconomic statuses in the study at 30%

classified as low income, 40% as middle income, and 30% as high income.

A majority of participants showed a high level of concern about climate change with a mean score of
4.2 out of 5 on the scale (SD = 0.8) while addressing climate change as highly important at 4.5 out of
5 (SD =0.7). Their sense of personal responsibility was slightly lower, with a mean score of 3.8 (SD
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= 1.0). The 10 knowledge questions yielded a response accuracy of 7.5 (SD = 2.1) by participants
where 45% of participants displayed high awareness (8-10 correct answers) but only 35% showed
moderate awareness (5-7 correct answers) and the remaining 20% presented low awareness (0-4

correct answers).

Survey results show that 78% of those who answered the survey consider climate change to be an
important issue for Sri Lanka. Further, 43% identified climate change as an urgent crisis whereas 35%
considered it to be a matter for the future. 22% of respondents fail to understand climate change arises
from human behavior since they believe it occurs naturally. In addition, analysis showed distinct
gender-based differences among participants regrading climate change perception. Almost nine out of
ten female participants (82%) reacted strongly to the idea that climate change represents a severe threat
whereas males stood at 71%. Females felt more accountable for climate change and showed high

interest in active participation at the community-level environmental actions.

The educational level of individuals significantly influenced their perspectives on climate change.
Individuals who hold a university degree exhibited deeper understanding about climate change causes
as well as its effects while actively participating in climate policy dialogues. Among all respondents’
university graduates identified climate change as a top concern at an 88% rate whereas secondary
school graduates gave a lower ranking of 64%. The willingness of people to engage in activism grew
along with their education while their participation in climate actions and backing of green

technologies also increased.

85% of participants acknowledged familiarity with climate change despite the wide-ranging
differences in their understanding of the topic. Only 45% of participants provided scientifically
accurate definitions of climate change which covered greenhouse gas emissions and fossil fuel
consumption and deforestation patterns. The insufficient understanding of climate change prevents

young people from fully participating in meaningful climate change solution.

Most youth (66%) received significant exposure to climate content but faced difficulties identifying
genuine information from unreliable sources. Several participants (57%) experienced confusion

because of the contradicting information they found on social media. The findings revealed awareness
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about climate topics varied between different geographical areas. 71% of the participants indicated
that urban youth enjoyed better access to education and news resources when compared to rural youth
students. 59% of the youth mentioned that Tamil speakers experienced difficulties in engaging with
climate education resources since most materials were published in Sinhala or English rather than their

native language.

While 60% of youth had participated in at least one climate-related activity, sustained and proactive
engagement remained low (24%). Many actions were limited to one-time events, such as Earth Day
clean-ups or tree planting ceremonies, rather than long-term behavioral change or advocacy. The study
revealed that sustainable lifestyle changes involving plastic reduction and energy conservation

attracted 30% of respondents.

The relationship between demographic variables and attitudes towards climate change was analyzed
using chi-square tests and ANOVA. The chi-square test for gender and attitudes revealed a significant
association between gender and concern about climate change, ¥*(4, N=150) = 10.23, p =0.037, while
the relationship with perceived importance and personal responsibility approached significance, y*(4,
N=150) = 8.75, p = 0.067 and ¥*(4, N=150) = 9.18, p = 0.056, respectively. Furthermore, ANOVA
results indicated a significant effect of education level on concern about climate change, F(2, 147) =
3.56, p = 0.031, and perceived importance, F(2, 147) = 4.22, p = 0.017, while the effect on personal
responsibility was marginally significant, F(2, 147) = 2.89, p = 0.059. These findings suggest that
demographic factors, particularly gender and education, influence individuals' attitudes toward climate

change.

T-tests assessed the differences in urban and rural youth perceptions regarding climate change and
their climate-related activities. Urban youth demonstrated higher concern t(148) = 2.45, p = 0.015,
perceived importance t(148) = 2.89, p = 0.004 and awareness about climate change t(148) =3.15,p =
0.002 compared to rural. Personal responsibility between groups varied with a statistical tendency but
just failed to reach significance at t(148) = 1.96, p = 0.052. Urban youth participants were more active

in promoting lifestyle changes and supporting advocacy activities compared to rural youth participants
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t(148)=2.12, p=0.036. These findings suggest that urban youth tend to be more aware of and engaged
in climate-related actions, potentially due to greater exposure to environmental discourse and

resources.

Regression analysis was conducted to identify predictors of climate-related actions, using a composite
score of lifestyle changes and advocacy activities as the dependent variable. The model demonstrated
a 42% association rate between the climate-related actions and their variance (R* = 0.42) (F(6, 143) =
17.29, p<0.001). The analysis revealed awareness (B =0.31, t=4.89, p <0.001) along with perceived
importance of climate change (f =0.27,t=4.21, p <0.001) and urban location (f =0.19,t=2.97, p
=0.004) emerged as significant predictors. Data analysis demonstrates that awareness levels together
with personal beliefs directly influence climate-related behaviors while urban youth population shows

stronger tendencies.

Most participants demonstrate significant concern for climate change together with strong
acknowledgment of its critical nature. Individuals demonstrate different levels of self-responsibility
in managing personal contribution to climate change. Many people possess a strong understanding of
climate change issues yet a significant number exhibit only modest to limited knowledge about these
matters. Most people have limited involvement in climate activism despite their commitment to daily

lifestyle changes instead of advocacy-based climate action participation.
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The inferential analysis highlights significant relationships between demographic factors and climate
change attitudes. Gender differences are evident, with females demonstrating higher concern and a
stronger perception of its importance. Similarly, education level significantly influences attitudes, as
individuals with higher education levels tend to exhibit greater concern and recognition of climate
change issues. Moreover, awareness levels positively correlate with participation in climate actions,
indicating that increased knowledge fosters more proactive engagement. Urban youth display higher
awareness and a greater inclination toward climate-related behaviors compared to their rural
counterparts. Additionally, awareness and attitudes emerge as significant predictors of climate action,

emphasizing the critical role of education and positive perceptions in promoting active participation.
Discussion

The findings of this study provide valuable insights into the perspectives of Sri Lankan youth on
climate change, highlighting significant demographic differences and behavioral patterns. Consistent
with prior global research, participants demonstrated high levels of concern and recognition of the
importance of climate change (Lee et al., 2015; Ojala, 2012). The mean scores for concern (M = 4.2)
and perceived importance (M = 4.5) indicate that climate change is regarded as a pressing issue by the
majority of respondents. However, the relatively lower score for personal responsibility (M = 3.8)
suggests that awareness does not always translate into individual accountability or sustained
behavioral engagement, echoing Stevenson et al. (2017), who argued that structural barriers often

prevent youth from acting on their concerns.

While 85% of respondents reported familiarity with climate change, only 45% could accurately define
it in scientific terms, particularly with reference to greenhouse gases, fossil fuel use, and deforestation.
This knowledge gap limits the ability of young people to engage in meaningful mitigation strategies.
Similar patterns have been reported elsewhere, where superficial awareness fails to support deep
understanding or consistent climate action (Boon, 2010; Shepardson et al., 2012). Moreover, the
confusion caused by contradictory messages on social media (experienced by 57% of respondents)
illustrates the urgent need for reliable, accessible, and language-sensitive educational resources.
Tamil-speaking youth in particular noted barriers to accessing knowledge due to the dominance of
Sinhala and English sources. This finding underscores the importance of culturally and linguistically

inclusive communication strategies (UNESCO, 2019).

The analysis revealed that female participants exhibited significantly higher concern (82%) compared
to males (71%) and reported stronger feelings of responsibility for climate change. This gendered

pattern aligns with previous findings that women often express greater environmental concern due to
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socialization processes and heightened perceptions of vulnerability (Corner et al., 2015; Sanson et al.,
2019). The implication for policy and education is that gender-sensitive approaches are essential, both
to harness the greater enthusiasm of young women and to encourage stronger engagement among

young men.

Educational attainment significantly influenced climate change perceptions and behaviors. University
students were more likely to view climate change as an urgent concern (88%) compared to high school
students (64%), and they also demonstrated greater participation in policy discussions and climate
action. These results confirm earlier work (Monroe et al., 2019) that highlighted the role of higher
education in building critical thinking skills and environmental literacy. However, the relatively lower
levels of concern and action among secondary school students point to a gap in the school curriculum

that needs to be addressed through climate literacy initiatives (Fernando & Punchihewa, 2021).

Urban youth reported significantly higher concern, perceived importance, awareness, and participation
in advocacy compared to rural youth. This disparity reflects broader inequalities in access to
information, resources, and opportunities for civic engagement. Tucker (2018) observed similar
patterns, noting that urban settings provide more exposure to environmental discourse and facilitate
engagement in collective action. Addressing this divide requires targeted educational interventions
and community-based programs for rural youth, ensuring that they are not left behind in climate

literacy and activism.

Although 60% of youth had participated in at least one climate-related activity, sustained engagement
was limited, with only 24% involved in long-term initiatives. Many actions were confined to symbolic
activities such as Earth Day campaigns, rather than lifestyle changes or advocacy. Nevertheless,
regression analysis demonstrated that awareness, perceived importance, and urban residence were
strong predictors of climate action (R? = 0.42). These results reinforce the argument that awareness is
not merely informational but motivational (Stevenson et al., 2017). Interventions that strengthen the

link between knowledge and action are therefore essential.

This research produces various implications which guide future climate change education and
communication methods to increase youth participation. This research indicates that educational
initiatives must specifically enhance climate literacy as underserved rural communities need urgent
attention. The interventions need to deliver precise scientific education and simultaneously teach
responsibility and empowering youth to take meaningful action (Shepardson et al., 2012). Integrating
climate education in all educational entities and community programs with supplementary activities

can be effective in bridging knowledge gaps and motivating action.

To increase youth participation in climate action it is essential to demonstrate clearly how personal
conduct connects to overall environmental progress. People often believe their personal behavior
produces minimal effects on global climate change when communicating about climate issues. The
demonstration of real-life collective impact on meaningful change through practical examples enables
young people to take up sustainable behaviors while advocating for system-wide reforms (Doherty &
Clayton, 2011). Community-driven initiatives, interactive learning experiences, and storytelling

approaches can enhance emotional engagement and inspire action.
Conclusion

This study provides a comprehensive understanding of Sri Lankan youth perceptions of climate
change, highlighting their attitudes, awareness, and behavioral responses. Although concern levels
were high, sustained engagement and scientific literacy were relatively weak. Demographic factors,
particularly gender, education, and urban—rural location, significantly influenced climate-related
perceptions and actions. The findings imply the need for policy interventions that integrate climate
education across curricula, ensure accessibility in local languages, and provide platforms for youth
leadership. Practically, NGOs and government agencies must design participatory programs that
connect personal behaviors to collective climate outcomes. Theoretically, this research contributes to
the discourse on youth agency in climate adaptation by demonstrating how awareness serves as both
an informational and motivational driver of behavior. Ultimately, empowering youth with knowledge,
resources, and agency can accelerate Sri Lanka’s climate resilience and contribute to global

sustainability efforts.
